Nicolas Remy – Demonolatry, Book 1 (1595)
· Temptations by demons both of hope and fear

· Physical marks and how they are tested

· Flight to Sabbath perhaps physical or dreams.

· Belief in witchcraft is tested in this source and found to be true.

George Gifford - A Dialogue concerning witches & Witchcraft (1593)
· Conversation between three men concerning proof of witchcraft.

· Both Dan and Sam believe in witchcraft but Sam requires no evidence, whilst Dan demands proof.

· Dan argues that the devil knows when a death will occur but has no power to bring it about.  Therefore its threats and prophecies are empty.

· Importance of rumour highlighted as spreading the idea of witchcraft when things go wrong or are found to be odd.

Trials of Witches at Crossroads of Marlou (1582-3)
· Details the characteristics of witchcraft.

· Temptation, empty promises – possession – flight to Sabbath – marking – oath, renouncing God – feast – dancing – orgy – poisons to kill/chaos.

· Shows how more people are drawn into these cases simply on the words of one person.

Loudon Possession cases (1634/1637)
· Discusses possession/exorcism rather than witchcraft directly.

· 1st sign – Speak several languages

· 2nd sign – heaviness of head

· 3rd sign – occult/abilities beyond human power.

· No proof often required by local people and magistrates but higher officials beginning to examine these practises more carefully and find that many ‘signs’ have normal explanations.
